
Bulldogs Lose Game on the Road

 The Golden Plains High School boys basketball team lost to the Logan/Palco 
Trojans 35-67 in Palco on January 12.  “We work hard and just never gave up,” said Josh

 The Trojans jumped out to an early lead 19-11 at the end of the first quarter.  The 
Dogs played well adding 9 in the second while the Trojans maintained the lead 33-20 at 
the half.

Dylan 
Wark scored 4, had 4 rebounds, 1 assist, 5 deflections, and 1 steal.  Will Bruggeman 
added 2 points and 2 rebounds.  Abe Taylor contributed 2 points and 3 rebounds, and 
Miguel Garcia had 1 point and 4 rebounds. 

The Dogs will continue their season on their home court when they host
